Petition to Participate in Commencement Policy

1. A student who is within two (2) courses of fulfilling degree requirements may be eligible  

to participate in the commencement ceremony.  Only students whose cumulative GPA is 2.0 or higher are eligible to petition to participate.  Additionally, the student may not have any Academic Integrity violations pending.

2. A student may be granted permission to participate after her petition has been reviewed and approved by the major department and the Academic Review Committee (ARC).  The petition shall include the student’s plan for completing the remaining degree requirements during the summer and/or next academic year.
3. Approval of the petition is not automatic.  If the petition is problematic, the Dean of Undergraduate Studies will consult with the student’s department chair.  The Dean will recommend a reasonable course of action to the ARC.  If the ARC denies the petition, the decision is final.

4. A student whose petition is approved will be allowed to participate in the May commencement ceremony.  Once the student has completed all the degree requirements, she will be issued a diploma by the Registrar’s Office. If a student fails to complete the requirements for the degree within three years, her transcript will be re-evaluated by her major and minor department(s) and by the Registrar’s Office.  She may be required to complete additional courses if major/minor/general education requirements have changed.
