The Investigator acknowledges and agrees to cooperate in the Spelman College IRB’s responsibility for initial and continuing review, record keeping, reporting, and certification.  The Investigator will provide all information requested by the Spelman College IRB in a timely fashion.

The Investigator will not enroll subjects in research under this agreement prior to its review and approval by both the Spelman College IRB and the Investigator’s home institution IRB.

The Investigator acknowledges that he/she is primarily responsible for safeguarding the rights and welfare of each research subject, and that the subject’s rights and welfare must take precedence over the goals and requirements of the research.
